exported. India sent to Europe~last
season only 462,000 bales. There has
been a wonderful development of cot-
ton -manufacture in.India under the
stimulating influence of the protection
afforded by silver demonetization. In
1863-64 Indin mills used only 23 per
cent. of the domestic crop; in 1894-95
they used 54 per cent. The Indian con-
sumption is increased from 550,000
bales in 1839-6u to 1,635,000 bales in
1873-74. )

Mexico grows cotton. Her product
is usually about 60,000 bales, all of
which is spun at home. in addition to
some 40.000 bales, more or .less, im-
ported from the United States. Of late
years the Russian government has at-
tempted with much success to encour-
age the cultivation of cotton in Asiatic
Russia, where the annual crop of cot-
ton is noa about 300,000 bales.
