The mellow
surface produced by early harrowing
in the Spring saves this entrapped
- moisture. This is added to the Sum-
mer's rainfall and is a large factor
in insuring a crop,.

Weed and insect pests are often
controlled by means of Fall plowing.
Shallow plowing exposes the roots of
quack grass to frost and helps kill
the pests. Quack grass roots lie
near lhe surface and too deep plowin
again buries them. 1Vhite grubs and
wire worms are partially destroved
by Fall plowing.

Summary:—Fall plowing lesszns the
work of Spring, preveuts rust, im-
proves lhe texture of the soil, sphes
moisture and helps control insect

pests.
