A total of 24 demonstrations on
the care of the farm woodlot were
given in 14 counties in New York
state In the 1928-29 program, &¢c-
cording to the forestry department
of the New York state college of
agriculture. . -

This is the third year these dem-
onstrations have been given. The
first year only seven were given, and
last year onf’ 19. The 149 men
who attendedy the demonstrations
during the winter of 1928-29 repre-
gented @ forested area of 2,997
acres. The maximum net return
ari gcre was $405.20 to David Nes-
bit in Orleans county. The average
net return for the 24 was $101.28,
or almost twice as much as laat
year’s average of $569.50.
