Donald Edwards took first
place in the shot put with a heave
of 34 feet 9% inches. He also took
fourth place in the 440 yard dash.

Farnham Pope took fifth in the
mile and John Cannon took third
place in the discus and Donald Lynch
took fourth place. Andover took
third place in the relay.

Everyone who took first or second
places will go to Rochester and there
will be five from Andover. They
are: Joe McAndrew, “Red” McAn-
drew, Donald Lynch, Bruce MeGill
and Donald Edwards.
