Issu_es Suggestions on the
Subject to Aid in Safer
Winter Driving.

Albany, N. Y., Dec. 20.—Urging
motorists to take proper precaution
against carbon monoxide gas, State
Motor Vehicle Commissioner Chas.
A. Harnett today issued the follow-
Ing suggestions on the subject as an
ald to safer winter driving:

1. Drive with at least one win-

dow partially open for proper ven-
tilation.

2. When driving long distances,!!
stop ycur car for at least five min-| &

utes and fill your lungs with fresh
air.

3. De sure all apertures in the
floor boards are closed.

4. Inspect the exhaust system of
your car periocdically,

0. If you suffer from drowsiness,
headacle, slight dizziness or nauseas,
leave your car immediately and walk
in the fresh air. |

“The average motorist,” Mr. Har-
nett declared, “when remfinded of
the dangers of carbon monoxide gas
1s inclined to scoff and say that he |
never starts his car with the garage
doors closed. It is true that a great
number of carbon monoxide deaths
oceur in this manner, but many
drivers fail to consider the numer-
ous accidents taking place on the
open highway because of carbon
monoxide poisoning.”

The Commissioner then ecited in-
stances of automobile accidents di-
rectly traceable to split muffers,
leaky exhaust gaskets and loose floor
boards which permitted the deadly
gas to seep into the interior of the’

car and cause the driver to loogse
