Sequoia Potato
Has Best Yield

. As a result of tests in several
countiesm the Sequoia potato was
found to average highest in yield
m-New York State this year, ac-
cording to Prof. E. V., Harden-
burg of the vegetable erops- -de-
partment. at Cornell.

Next in order of average yileld
of No. 1 size tubers were Erie,
Green Mountain, Sebago, and
Pontiae, he said. These five va-
rieties have been among t
leading ones for a number of
years.

Yield tests the past season
were made in Broome, Chau-

folk, Sullivan, and Wyoming

extension services in the var-
ious counties cooperating. _
Professor Hardenburg  said
this was a year that gave all
varieties a more severe test than
usual. Late blights, leafhopper:
